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New Heavens And A New Earth 
 
In the book of Isaiah, there was a prophecy given to the children of Israel about the coming of new 
heavens and a new earth.  In Isaiah 65.17, we read “For behold, I create new heavens and a new 
earth, and the former things shall not be remembered or come to mind.”  It is a prophecy that a 
new age would replace the current one.  It is symbolic of the Christian Age to come.  A profound 
change is pictured so that the former ways will not come to mind, that is, the elements of the 
Mosaic system would not come to mind under the Gospel system.   
 
Imagine living under the Law of Moses with all its rules, statutes, and animal sacrifices.  The 
prophet is saying, when Christ comes things will be radically different.  The apostle Paul tells us in 
2 Corinthians 5.17, “Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation.  The old has passed 
away; behold, the new has come.”  Christ came and it is a new creation.  Obviously, Paul was not 
speaking of the earth, but of us.  We are the new creation.  Christ brought in a new order that has 
completely changed, recreated, and renewed us.  So, the prophet Isaiah was foretelling of the time 
of Christ and how all people would be created new.  The apostle Paul also said, “We were buried 
therefore with Him by baptism into death, in order that, just as Christ was raised from the dead 
by the glory of the Father, we too might walk in newness of life” (Romans 6.4).  What a change 
in the way of life we experience when we find salvation in Christ Jesus.  When Isaiah spoke of 
“new heavens and a new earth,” he 
was referring to the coming of an age 
of freedom under Christ Jesus our 
Lord. 
 
There’s also the mention of a new 
heaven and a new earth in the book of 
Revelation.  The apostle John was 
given a vision of heaven.  In writing it 
down, he said, “Then I saw a new 
heaven and a new earth, for the first 
heaven and the first earth had passed 
away” (Revelation 21.1).  When John 
saw heaven, he saw another radical 
change of the way we will live.  We 
will be transformed to live in the 
heavenly realm.  We will live with 
God the Father, God the Son, and God 
the Holy Spirit.  Life will be totally different to such a point that we will no longer remember the 
hardships and difficulties of the lives we lived on earth.  I can’t wait to see the difference.  What 
about you?

                  Leadership Training for Christ 

 

The purpose of Leadership Training for Christ is to plan, organize, promote, 
and execute programs that assist our youth to develop their knowledge of 
the Bible and biblical principles, enhance their communication and leadership skills, and orient 
their energies and abilities to areas of Christian service. The first LTC Convention took place in 
Dallas, Texas in 1989. We participate in the North Texas Leadership Training for Christ 
(NTLTC), which took on the name in 1997 as other LTC conventions began. LTC is for students 
in third through twelfth grade. 

There are three types of events that students can participate in: Challenge, Pre-Convention 
and Convention. Challenge events are completed prior to the convention date by completing a 
certain criterion (i.e., Scripture Challenge for seventh through twelfth graders is to recite one 
hundred verses in one sitting to receive a gold). Pre-Convention events are activities conducted 
throughout the year by the individuals or teams in their local churches and completed and 
evaluated before the annual LTC convention. Convention events are activities that are 
prepared throughout the year by individuals or teams in their local churches which are 
demonstrated and evaluated publicly at the annual LTC convention on Friday and Saturday of 
Easter weekend. For a complete list of events visit: www.ntltc.org and click on the events tab 
at the top of the page. 

Western Hills participates in the convention located at the Anatole hotel in Dallas. This year’s 
convention dates are April 18-20, 2025. Pre-convention events, as well as scholarships and 
virtual submissions, are due on March 31, 2025. We practice for the team events on Sunday 
afternoons beginning at the first of February all the way through to convention in April. We do 
need parents to coach events.
