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A Family You Can Call Your Own! 
February 4, 2024 

Does Anyone See “Me?” 
 
Have you ever competed for a job and felt like you were not being given a fair chance just because you were not 
as beautiful as the other candidates?  Maybe you were “too old” or “too young” or “not married.”  It seems so 
unfair when you work so hard, just to be passed over due to looks, age, or marital status.  Isn’t it wonderful that 
God does not show favoritism toward those who are the strongest, best-looking, or most talented?  God judges 
man by his character and his spiritual well-being.  

 

Even children of God may be guilty of placing too much emphasis on physical appearances or their own 
preconceived ideas when it comes to determining a person’s value of qualifications.  Do you remember when God 
sent Samuel to find a new king to replace King Saul because God had rejected Saul because of his continual 
disobedience?  In I Samuel 16.1-3, Samuel is sent to the house of Jesse the Bethlehemite for God had chosen 
one of Jesse’s sons to be the next king of Israel.  Jesse had eight sons and instantly called the oldest to appear 
before Samuel.  Samuel thought, “Oh, yes.  He’s good looking and quite fit; surely, he is the Lord’s anointed.”  
But God told Samuel, “Do not look on his appearance or on the height of his stature, because I have 
rejected him.  For the LORD sees not as man sees: man looks on the outward appearance, but the 
LORD looks on the heart” (I Samuel 16.7).  Well, Jesse brought one son after another to appear before 
Samuel, but the Lord had not chosen any of them.  Finally, Samuel asked, “Are all your sons here?”  Jesse 
basically said, “Well, there’s the youngest, but he’s out watching the sheep.”  Does it not seem that Samuel’s 
initial search was for physical appearance and that Jesse had essentially ruled out David due to his age? 

 

Later, in I Samuel 17, when Goliath is introduced, he is described in physical terms of appearance, weaponry, and 
aggressiveness.  When David came on the scene, nothing was said of his stature, his strength, or his weapons; 
rather, David is introduced as “the son of an Ephrathite of Bethlehem in Judah, named Jesse” (I Samuel 
17.12).  Even King Saul rejected David initially, thinking David was too young.  Again, man was placing one’s 
worth on physical appearance and strength.  But why had God chosen David?  David was chosen because of 
what was in his heart, not on his outer physical qualities (I Samuel 13.14; 16.7).   

 

In God’s eyes, it does not matter whether I am short or tall, fat or thin, beautiful or “weak-eyed.”  My value to 
God and my ability to be used by God is strictly by what is in my heart.  I may be old and walk very slowly.  I 
may be a young man with no hair on 
my face.  I may feel very unattractive 
with little self-esteem.  But, if I love 
the Lord my God with all my heart, and 
with all my soul, and with all my 
strength, then I am precious in the 
sight of God.  I can do anything my 
God desires if I will maintain an 
attitude of “I can do all things 
through Him [Christ] who 
strengthens me” (Philippians 
4.13).  So, what plans does God have 
for you?  Will you trust in Him and do
